AVENUE... Dozens of maritime industry profes-
sionals enjoyed good food and camaraderie at
the World Trade Association of Philadelphia’s
annual barbecue at the Packer Avenue Marine
Terminal, held on Thursday, May 22. PRPA
Executive Director James T. McDermott, Jr.

things going on at the Port of Philadelphia in
recent months. Mr. McDermott also made a
renewed call for a 45-foot channel to ensure
the Port’s future competitiveness.

PRPA PREPARES FOR NEW CRANES... Over
the summer, work has continued at the Packer
Avenue Marine Terminal to prepare for

the autumn arrival of two new Hyundai Post-
Panamax container cranes at the facility.
Current modifications to the terminal include
upgrading of cleats and bollards, new pilings
to ensure the terminal can accommodate the
weight of the new cranes, and the laying down
of new crane rail. These terminal improve-
ments will cost about $2 million, which is part
of the original $15 million budgeted for the
purchase of the cranes. The two cranes will
arrive in October.

COMMITTEE... Along with the Pilots
Association for the Bay & River Delaware,
PRPA was pleased to co-host the opening
dinner meeting for the State House of
Representatives Game and Fisheries
Committee at Philadelphia’s waterfront Hyatt
on Thursday, June 12. The dinner opened two
days of meetings and hearings on various com-
mittee issues. Representative Mike McGeehan
(D-Northeast Philadelphia) was particularly
pleased to bring his fellow committee members
to his hometown for their deliberations, where
he was able to show them first-hand all the
great fishing opportunities the Delaware River
has to offer.

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McDermott Honored
by Boy Scouts

RPA Executive Director James T. McDermott,

Jr. was honored as the 2003 recipient of the
Scout Mariner Award by the Cradle of Liberty
Council of the Boy Scouts of America at the
Council’s annual Maritime Industry Luncheon on
Wednesday, June 11. In attendance at the
event, held at the Hyatt Hotel on the
Philadelphia waterfront, were several hundred
members of the Philadelphia maritime communi-
ty and members of Mr. McDermott’s family.

The Scout Mariner Award is annually given by
the Cradle of Liberty Council to a maritime
industry professional (or public official who has
strongly supported the regional port industry)
who best exemplifies the spirit of community
service, selflessness, and character so impor-
tant to the scouting philosophy.

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U.S., CHILE SIGN FREE TRADE AGREEMENT...
PRPA is pleased to announce that U.S.Trade
Representative Robert Zoellick and the
Republic of Chile’s Foreign Minister Soledad
Alvear signed a Free Trade Agreement
between the United States and Chile on
Tuesday, June 6. The U.S.-Chile Free Trade
Agreement is the first trade agreement
between the United States and a country in
South America. Chile has been a major trading
partner with the Port of Philadelphia since the
1970s, when it began handling Chile’s U.S.-
bound agricultural exports. Today, PRPA's Tioga
Marine Terminal and other facilities along the
Delaware River are the top handlers of Chilean
grapes and other U.S.-bound agricultural
exports from that country. Among many other
benefits, signing of the June 6 agreement
resulted in more than 85% of all U.S./Chilean
bilateral trade in consumer and industrial prod-
ucts becoming tariff-free immediately, with
most remaining tariffs eliminated within four
years. About three-quarters of both U.S. and

Chilean farm goods will be tariff-free within
four years, with all tariffs and quotas phased
out within twelve years.

“This is great news for the Port of
Philadelphia,” said PRPA Deputy Executive
Director Robert C. Blackburn, who recently
returned from a business-development visit to
Chile. “Considering the strong business ties
and mutual trust we have managed to establish
with our friends in Chile during the many years
prior to this agreement, | am very optimistic
that we may be on the verge of a whole new
level of productivity now that this long-sought
Free Trade Agreement is finally in place.”

Future issues of PortWatch will follow this
exciting new development for the Port of
Philadelphia.
