PRPA’s Rose Boyle Participates in Gettysburg’s
Clean-Up Effort

As part of the National Park Service's Adopt a
Monument program, PRPA Marketing
Department Secretary Rose Boyle and a hand-
ful of other volunteer members of the Delaware
Valley Civil War Round Table gathered in
Gettysburg, Pennsylvania during the weekend
of April 21-22 for their semiannual visit to clean
up monuments honoring Union soldiers who
perished at Gettysburg.

The volunteer group, which also includes Mrs.
Boyle's hushand Hugh, takes on the specific
responsibility of cleaning and maintaining the
grounds around the monuments honoring the
fallen of the 27th and 73rd Pennsylvania

Did you know...?

On April 15, 1861, three days after the start of the Civil War,
President Abraham Lincoln called upon Pennsylvania for 16
regiments of volunteers. Philadelphia responded with char-
acteristic energy to provide the government with soldiers
properly armed and equipped as far and as fast as they
were needed. In the course of the war, Philadelphia was
represented in nearly 150 regiments, battalions, independent
batteries, cavalry troops, and other detached bodies.

Fort Mifflin, preserved today within the Port of Philadelphia,
was the only point of protection afforded Philadelphia during
the Civil War. A garrison was maintained there, as well as a
munitions storage facility, and eventually a military prison.
Over 3,500 captured Confederate troops were held at Fort
Mifflin by 1863, and following the battles of Gettyshurg,

over 9,000 additional prisoners arrived at the fort.
